Location:
Hyde Barn forms part of a group of historic buildings in the heart of Winchester City Centre.  The subject site benefits from access directly off Hyde Road, accessed from Jewry Street, part of the one way system surrounding the City Retail Core. 

The subject site  is located approximately 0.4km (0.3miles) South (SE) of Winchester Main Line Railway Station proving a journey time to London Waterloo of 55minutes.  Junction 3 of the M3 is located approximately 1.6km (1.0miles) distant.

Accommodation:
Hyde Barn (plan attached) was built in the 18th Century using original stones from Hyde Abbey within its stone block construction; it was extensively refurbished in the late 1970’s. The property benefits from large rooms, high ceilings and ornate exposed beams.  The property is of 2-3 storey construction and while it has been altered significantly internally in the past, it currently benefits from a Grade II listing.

The Council are seeking to let the historic barn for a temporary period of six months (possibly longer) at a rent in the region of £2,000 per month exclusive of insurance and outgoings.  A part let may also be considered.
