Transport Assessment

Required where proposal would lead to
significant transport implications, as set out in
Appendix B - D of DOT Guidance.

Travel plan

Required for food and non-food retail, cinema
and conference facilities, other leisure (D2) uses
(excluding stadium) from and above 1000 sg.m
gross floorspace; B1 (including office, higher
and further education establishments from and
above 2500 sg.m gross floorspace; stadia of
1500+ seats.

Other service developments such as hospitals,
smaller traffic attracting developments in rural
areas, and in Winchester Air Quality
Management Area.

Tree survey/
arboricultural

When the development involves the loss of
trees, or is proposed adjacent to existing trees
