	Notable updates
AO - Winchester Radio is moving within Winchester Hospital, they are very busy with the move. If anyone misses a broadcast, the latest is uploaded to the main website which can be listened to again.
TW - Home Instead have started “Singing for the Brain” at Brendoncare in Otterbourne, it has been hugely successful and they are looking for larger rooms to run the event from. A further group will start in Alresford at the end of 2023 hopefully.

DC - The new Brendoncare site on St Giles Hill is awaiting sign off from CQC before opening, they will have a new community room once opened.

JD - A new community forum “Live Longer Better” will open on 18th July, contact for more information or to join.

HJ - They are looking for funding for their new programme “Carol-Oke” which is aimed at getting school students and older people together.

SW - St John’s Dementia Service has started a walking group, the Wellbeing Centre at Everyone Active remains very successful and a new centre will be opened soon at Shawford Springs. 	Speaker 1 - Maddie Cowell from St John’s Winchester
MC - Introduced the new project “Fabric of Winchester”, see attached slides for the full presentation given at the meeting (Appendix 2), a brief summary is below:
We hope to launch in August and to hold 2 months of sewing workshops.

Wessex Quiltmakers have confirmed they will help to stitch the fabric together, once the quilts are finished, they will be donated to Winchester Hospice.

There will be community sewing days, Bella Crafts have offered to host some already, we are hoping for further donations from local haberdashery shops and we’re looking for more partners.

MM - Will this be Central only or across Winchester District? MC - Across Winchester District but most activity will be held in central Winchester due to costs.

CB - Could workshops be held in rural areas? Suggested sheltered housing schemes and local residents. MC - Yes, subject to funding.

CB - Will sewing be the only medium? MC - Due to the end stitching together we need to follow strict instructions from Wessex Quiltmakers - A full suite of documents will be shared with full instructions and guidance.

TW - How much would a square cost for a local business? MC - £60 a square for a local business, and charities and schools are free for the 1st square.

	Speaker 2 - Charlotte Bailey from Winchester City Council
Last Summer WCC held a consultation with Sheltered Housing residents on “Wellbeing”, what it means to them and how to improve it. WCC funded and ran a pilot of activities for 6 months, after the pilot WCC offered to fund the activities at 50% and the residents were very keen to take ownership of Chair Yoga which is ongoing.

They are hoping to start more activities, any suggestions for this please contact CB.
A new initiative “Social Inclusion Partnership” (SIP) has launched; a new network of organisations across the Winchester District coming together who support those living with or experiencing social exclusion. This is not a WCC owned initiative, it’s run by the members.

SIP meets in full every quarter and the subgroups meet more regularly; the next full meeting is September.

For example, the Digital Inclusion team have organised for Ability Net to provide training for older people and people with learning difficulties, they can come to sheltered housing schemes and anyone can be referred to them.

Mark Maitland - Winchester City Council update

Cost of Living (CoL) Grants

The Cost of Living Grant scheme has now reopened with a closing date for applications of 31st July 2023. The Cost of Living Grant scheme is a one off fund which aims to help organisations that are supporting people in the Winchester district who are experiencing difficulties due to the rising cost of living. The scheme will close on full allocation of the fund and we expect to award between four and six grants in this round.

Dementia Training

We recently ran a promotional programme for our online Dementia Training Programme for WCC staff which resulted in 71 staff members completing the training. Unfortunately, this still leaves us well short of reaching the 75% target required for us to be considered a Dementia Friendly Business, but we will continue to promote.

In addition, we are also canvassing our Senior Management Team to identify someone to become our Dementia Champion.

Winchester District Co-Mentor Scheme

Winchester City Council has launched the Winchester District Co-Mentor Scheme, linking creative and non-creative businesses as part of one of the actions arising from its Green Economic Development Strategy.
The Winchester District Co-Mentor Scheme aims to connect enthusiastic individuals and businesses to be matched as co-mentors. These partner matches will include one partner from a typically creative business and the other partner from a non-creative business. The businesses will be matched with a series of questions to understand the professional skills they have and those they hope to gain.

Sharing patient information – Design Survey
A short survey seeking views on the attached options for leaflets, posters etc (Appendix 5) 

The NHS in Dorset, Hampshire and the Isle of Wight are currently planning some work to explain to people how information from their patient records is shared by health and care services and to give them confidence that this is done safely and securely.

This will include producing leaflets, posters, new web pages and information to be used by GP practices.
These will all have a common design, and we would like your help to choose which design to use. 

Please take a look at the two options and let us know which one you prefer. When you do this, please think about:

1. which you might notice and look at/pick up, for example when it is amongst other leaflets in a doctor’s surgery or hospital waiting room

2. which best gets across the message that it’s about how information from medical records is shared  

Option A includes pictures and messages from real patients and NHS staff. 
Option B uses a strong colour to make it stand out and a thank you message, made out of a piece of medical equipment.

For each of the options we’ve shown three variations of the design, plus how it could appear on a leaflet, web page or pull-up banner.
