Homes for Ukraine - Free Bus Pass Terms & Conditions:
The scheme is run in partnership with Hampshire County Council, Stagecoach South and T/A Bluestar. 
The scheme provides eligible persons with free unlimited travel on the buses provided by the company providing the card or smart code.
The pass or code will be valid for 12 consecutive weeks starting from the date the card or code is issued by the bus provider and is for use by the named individual under the terms of eligibility.
Free bus travel will be withdrawn if misused/used by anyone other than the person(s) eligible and may result in criminal proceedings.
If you were born in 1956 or before, you may be eligible for an older person’s bus pass, or if you have a registered disability you may qualify for a disabled person’s bus pass. Before applying for the free three-month bus pass, visit: https://www.hants.gov.uk/buspass  to check your eligibility.

Homes for Ukraine - Free Bus Pass Privacy Notice:
Hampshire County Council (HCC) is the data controller for the purposes of providing you with a free bus pass for 12 weeks. 
We collect and use the information about you ensuring that we have a valid lawful basis complying with the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR) and the Data Protection Act 2018 (DPA2018) requirements for processing. The lawful basis used for processing your information is referred to in Article 6(1)(a) of UKGDPR where you have given clear consent to process their personal data for a specific purpose.

The information provided to us is stored within the County Council’s Document Management System (DMS). The information held within the County Council’s DMS will be kept in line with our retention schedule and then deleted as appropriate. The County Council’s DMS is hosted by the County Council in secure UK based data centres. No information leaves the European Economic Area (EEA).

The County Council takes its data security responsibilities seriously and has policies and procedures in place to ensure the personal data held are:
· prevented from being accidentally or deliberately compromised;
· accessed, altered, disclosed or deleted only by those authorised to do so;
· accurate and complete in relation to why we are processing it;
· continually accessible and usable with daily backups; and
· protected by levels of security ‘appropriate’ to the risks presented by our processing.
The County Council also ensures its IT Department is certified to the internationally recognised standard for information security management, ISO27001.
