	Welcome by Tony Winterton (Chair)
Tony opened the meeting by acknowledging the following; -

	Speaker one – Lara Tarrant Unit 12
Lara explained that Unit 12 was a community centre in Winnall, on the industrial estate, initially supporting youth care community, now looking to expand and support older adults.

Community pantry is similar to basic bank, although this is paid food, also supports those with mental health as its smaller.  £6.00 will buy up to £15.00 of food.

Volunteers help people to shop, fresh, frozen and fridge foods also recipe ideas.  Open to all, can attend weekly no proof of ID needed.

Community garden helped by rotary, visitors can sit or help in the garden.

Prom dresses are available for those who can’t afford for high streets.

Community café opened last spring run by volunteers 9-12.

Memory lane café starting Wednesday 4th Feb 2026 2pm – 4pm. Café will not be opened to public specifically for those living with dementia and their carers.  Winnall Valley road has limited parking.

Discussion took place around parking and permits. ACTION -LT will approach HCC again.
